EVENT BACKGRO UND A ND OBJECTIVES  

 

After the successful kick -

off meeting in Dubai (UAE) 
co- located with the e -AGE 

2012 conference, where a 

specific session was 

dedicated to CHAIN -REDS, 

the project received the offer of the Academia Sinica Grid Computing Centre 

(ASGC) t o host a CHAIN -REDS workshop during ñThe International Symposium 
on Grids and Clouds (ISGC) 2013ò, held at Academia Sinica in Taipei, Taiwan on 

17 -22 March 2013. Although ASGC is not part of the CHAIN -REDS Consortium, 

there is a long history of good collab oration between them and the European Grid 

Infrastructure and they were involved in the past in a successful FP7 support 

action (EU -AsiaGrid), where INFN was the coordinator, and that ended with the 
signature of a Memorandum of Understanding (MoU) among th e partners to keep 

active, on a best effort basis, coordination and research activities. It was thus 

very well received by the project the opportunity to organise a Workshop for the 

Asia -Pacific region in Taipei and this was co - located with a project Meeti ng Board 

(PMB) Meeting, also kindly hosted by ASGC. The workshop, held on 18 March 
2013, focused on interoperability between regional e - Infrastructures, which was 

also part of the program of ISGC 2013 . CHA IN -REDS vision is indeed to promote 

and support technological and scientific collaboration across different e -

Infrastructures established and operated in various continents, in order to 

facilitate their uptake and use by established and emerging Virtual Re search 

Communities (VRCs) but also by single researchers, promoting instruments and 
practices that can facilitate their inclusion in the community of users. The Asia -

Pacific region is thus particularly relevant taking into consideration the high 

number of existing and potential scientific collaborations between EU and the 

countries in the area.

The meeting opened with an introduction from CHAIN -REDS project coordinator 

Federico Ruggie ri with interesting information on the aims, progress, future plans 

and partners of the project, highlighting the wide range of international and 
diverse e -science infrastructures working with CHAIN -REDS and identifying main 

scientific, technical and educa tional issues to be faced by the project.  

 

The rest of the day expanded on the areas introduced by Federico Ruggieri with 

presentations on specific topics by CHAIN -REDS project partners, as well as views 

from outside of the project, including a presentatio n on EGI Operations and Best 
Practices from Tiziana Ferrari (EGI).  

Á Roberto Barbera ( INFN )  ran through various technical aspects of the project, 

what they have achieved and what still needs to be done.  

Á Ognen Prnjat ( GRNET) discussed how the project is involved with/and using 

Cloud and HPC efforts.  
Á Manuel Rodriguez Pascual ( CIEMAT)  took participants though  the data 

infrastructures being used in CHAIN -REDS, how the project integrates them 

and their place in the project.  

Á Ludek Matyaska ( CESNET)  discussed the project's roadmap across its entire 

remit, including  interoperability, science gateways and networking.  
 

During the afternoon session:  

Á Alexandre Bonvin ( WeNMR) explained WeNMRôs view on/interactions with 

CHAIN -REDS, highlighting the importance of CHAIN -REDS given that WeNMR 

has numerous users outside Europe.  
Á Gang Chen, on behalf of Ping Chen (IHEP), then presented Identity Federation 

in P.R. China  

Á Eric Yen (ASGC) talked about the e - infrastructures, resources and services 

available in Taiwan  

Á Abey Jacob (C -DAC) presented India's e - Infrastructures, illustrating their wide 

range of disciplines alongside wLCG, including collaboration with caBIG (the 
U.S. funded  Center for Bioinformatics and Information Technol ogy).

There were 26 attendees to the workshop. Among them, 17 participants were 
from Europe, 7 from Asia and 2 from other continents.

The CHAIN -REDS project poster was displayed at the entrance of the workshop 
room and in a dedicated area for project posters during ISGC main conference. 

The project fact -sheet has been distributed to all participants, together with 

materials from the main conference.  

 

D ISSEMINATION A ND OUTREACH  
 

News  announcing this event has been posted on the CHAIN -REDS website and 

social media. The workshop has also been advertised on ISGC2013 website . An e -

mail blast promoting the event has been distributed to around 120 targeted 

participants in the Asia Pacific region. An article on the event also appears on the 

GridTalk blog .  
 

EVENT  OUTPUTS A ND M AIN CONCLUSIONS  

 

The workshop covered a large range of topics, but always managed to keep 

presentations focused and relevant. Each talk was followed by some quite probing 
questions teasing out more details and good discussions. The workshop w as 

important in many respects. It was first an important vehicle of dissemination 

towards the Asia -Pacific region. In Asia only China and, recently, India are 

represented officially by partners (IHEP and C -DAC respectively) and the projectôs 

presentations stimulated the interest of ASGC to actively participate to the 
project as representative of the South -East Asia and Pacific region. The ways of 

including contributions from other institutions that are not part of the original 

consortium were discussed off - line and at the PMB meeting the day after the 

Workshop. This eventually led, during summer 2013, to an Amendment of the 

CHAIN -REDS Grant Agreement including ASGC as a sub -contractor of INFN. The 

presentations of the EU projects and initiatives (i.e. EGI an d WeNMR) confirmed 
the interest of several research groups of the Asia -Pacific region in collaborating

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with the EU institutions and initiatives. The topics that were highlighted during 

the final round - table were:  

Á Interoperations of Grid and Cloud Infrastr uctures. The current approaches are 

mainly focused on interoperability, and the CHAIN -REDS project promotes the 

use of standards such as SAGA. The approach on interoperations is focused 
instead on Regional Operation Centres (ROC) and ASGC manages the Asia 

Pacific ROC that is interoperating with EGI. CHAIN -REDS wants to promote 

such approach in the other regions.  

Á Data infrastructures and Data Accessibility. The CHAIN -REDS Knowledge Base 

reports information on documents and data repositories around the world.  The 

interesting issue is how to connect documents with the data and to the 
application that were used to produce that document. The participants felt 

very important to discuss on how to stimulate researchers and data repository 

managers to provide Open Ac cess to their data. The CHAIN -REDS project 

considers these as important topics that have to be discussed by the project.  

Á Federated Identity. The Identity Providers (IdPs) and Federations of IdPs are 
considered interesting options to avoid the use of Person al Digital Certificates 

that are mandatory for the use of the Grid. The discussion pointed out, 

however, that the Authentication process is only a part of the solution: 

Authorisation is still an activity that is managed locally by the service provider. 

Ver tical Portals such as WeNMR could possibly profit of Federated 
Authentication, but will still need a solution on the Authorisation part that in 

the Grid is currently based on Virtual Organisations Management System 

(VOMS) and on local database for the user s that do not have Personal Digital 

Certificates.  

 

M&E  SURVEY  
 

A Feedback form has been distributed to participants during the workshop, asking 

them to evaluate different aspects of the event, on a scale 1 to 5 (negative to 

positive) . Among the attendees w ho participated in the survey, about 86% are 

from e - infrastructure provider organi sations, 6% from virtual research 
communities, and about 8% from other organisations. All main topics were 

considered relevant, with security and privacy being rated the most  interesting, 

followed by Science Gateways and Interoperability of e - Infrastructures.  

 

W AY FORWARD  
 

The follow -up activities were pinpointed mainly to the topics described in the 

section ñEvent Outputs and Main Conclusionsò. CHAIN-REDS will experiment how 

Data, Documents and applications could be linked, it will continue to promote 

interoperation based on ROCs and support the creation of IdPs and Identity 
Federations. On the last topic, CHAIN -REDS partners decided to organise a Birds 

of a Feather (BoF) sess ion at TERENA Conference 2013 (4 June 2013 -  

Maastricht, The Netherlands, see session 1.4.1 for more details). The discussion 

at the workshop also contributed to the preparation of a CHAIN -REDS Demo 

session at the EGI Technical Forum (16 -20 September 2013 -  Madrid, Spain, see 

session 1.4.1 for more details). Thanks to the interest on project activities raised 
through the workshop and following offline discussions, ASGC has been invited to 

contribute to the project as an Associated Partner and sub -contractor  of INFN. In 
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the Amendment of the CHAIN -REDS Grant Agreement approved during summer 

2013, the CHAIN -REDS workshop in Taipei, Taiwan, targeting the Asia -Pacific 

region, has also been added to the project work description, in order to cater for 

full geograph ical spread and coverage of the CHAIN -REDS project.

Á Exploring the existing initiatives of Data 
Infrastructures in Europe and China, 

highlight the Data Repositories of 

interest for the Virtual Research 

Communities in several domains such as 

Health, Agricultur e, Climate, etc.  
Á Disseminat ing  the project  outcomes and 

outputs  in China , one of the main 

CHAIN -REDS target regions.  

 

EVENT PLANNING AND PROGRAMME COMMITTEE  
 

The organisation of the workshop was leaded by the host partner, IHEP, with the 

support of the dis semination leader, SIGMA  ORIONIS , the project coordinator, 

INFN, and all project  partners.  

 

The programme committee, including representatives of IHEP, INFN, and SIGMA  
ORIONIS , identified Cloud Computing and Data Repositories as major topics of 

interest i n EU-China cooperation on e - Infrastructures . The programme committee 

also identified and invited keynote speakers on Cloud Computing and Data 

Repositories at an early stage  of the event planning .  

 
A call for papers had then been launched and widely dissem inated (see below 

ñDissemination and Outreachò for further details). All received abstracts, 

submitted online through the Easychair.org system, have been carefully 

evaluated by members of the programme committee on the following criteria: 

originality, sign ificance, technical soundness, clarity of expression and interest to 
a wide audience. Authors of selected papers have been invited to present during 

dedicated workshop sessions.

The coordinator Federico Ruggieri gave then a comprehensive introduction t o the 

CHAIN -REDS project, providing the audience with a better understanding of the

A Clou d Technical Round -Table on Interoperability, chaired by Federico Ruggieri, 
with the participation of Roberto Barbera, Gang Chen, Fabrizio Gagliardi and 

Manuel Rodriguez -Pascual, then discussed challenges, strategies and prospects in

departments in Europe  

Á Xu Zheping, Bin Chen, Ma Keping (IBCAS, China) and Chen Jianping 

(Chenshan Botanical Garden, China) presented the National Specimen 
Inf ormation Infrastructure (NSII), a major Biodiversity e -Science 

Infrastructure in China, which currently includes in total more than 10 million 

digitized specimens available (involving about 100 museums or herbaria in 

China);  

Á Leif Laaksonen (CSC -  IT Center  for Science Ltd., Finland) and Herman 

Stehouwer (Max Planck Institute for Psycholinguistic, The Netherlands) 
illustrates how the Research Data Alliance implements the technology,

I N THE TARGET REGION  

 

The workshop was announced through an e -mail blast, sent to more than 400 

people in the computer science community in China, including about 40 high - level 
computer scientists of China. Key representatives from Institutes, Universities, 

and Indust ries were invited, as well as officials from funding agencies and EU 

Delegation to China. The announcement was also posted on the IEEE 2013 

conference website  and on NOST China News , the newsfeed of the Network of 

Netherlands Officers for Science & Technology  (NOST) in China, as well as 
submitted for publica tion on the w ebsite of the EU delegation to China  and the 

newsletter of the French Embassy to China.  

 

EVENT OUTPUTS A ND M AIN CONCLUSIONS  

 
The workshop has been a successful event with interesting and informative talks, 

which stimulated very active discussions. The role of CHAIN -REDS as ñthe great 

blueprint of cooperation between Europe and Chinaò has been acknowledged by 

Frank Greco, from the EU Delegati on to China and Mongolia, who also explained 

the evolution of e -Science in Europe and encouraged future collaborations.  

 
Fabrizio Gagliardi, giving his invited speech in the Cloud session, pointed out the 

risks for data security using clouds, even when th ese have very clear privacy and

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security policies. He said that could, in some cases where the data security is 

really a must, prevent the use of commercial clouds vs. private clouds built in 

house. The Cloud session also showed that several cloud activiti es are going on in 

China, and specifically cloud computing infrastructures are addressed by public 

funding through the 863 Hi - tech Program of the Chinese Ministry of Science and 
Technology ( 863 Program ), launching 16 Projects for a total of 437 Million 

RMB/Yuan (2011 -2015). Cloud activities are also very active in the Computing 

and Network Information Center ( CNIC) of the Chinese Academy of Sciences 

(CAS). In addition, a very large private Chinese Internet company  TENCENT has 

recently laun ched its offer of cloud services shifting from provisioning only 

internal cloud services to granting public use.  
 

The round - table on cloud interoperability helped in particular to identify a number 

of key issues on which the CHAIN -REDS project should focus  during future 

activities:  

Á The importance of Cloud Computing to cooperate, sharing resources/data  
Á User requirements as the basis for Cloud Computing sustainability  

Á The adoption of a series of standards (OCCI etc.) as the basis for 

interoperation among the different cloud infrastructures.  

 

In conclusion of the workshop, Federico Ruggieri emphasized the importance of 
cooperation between Europe and China, and the role of this event and follow -up 

CHAIN -REDS activities in facilitating collaborations.  

 

Discussio ns during the workshop have reached the following conclusions:  

Á China is rapidly becoming an important player both in commercial and 

Research & Education (R&E) Clouds, but, quite interestingly, the choice of 
being based on existing standards and open archit ectures can facilitate 

interoperation and federation of Clouds between EU and China.  

Á The network bandwidth for R&E between China and EU is now larger than 10 

Gbit/s (thanks also to the  ORIENTplus  co- fu nded by the EC), and this is 

fundamental for Data Access and Data Sharing.   
Á Data issues are now addressed both in technology and practice (e.g. 

Persistent Identifiers) and international coordination ( Research Data Alliance ), 

according with the speeches of Peter Wittenburg and Leif Laaksonen. It's 

fundamental that China participates and contributes to these developments.  

Á CHAIN -REDS is willing to collaborate with organisations, initiatives and 
projects  that could contribute to the rapid advancement in these fields.  

 

M&E  SURVEY  

 

A Monitoring and Evaluati on  (M&E) survey was conducted after the workshop,  
asking them to evaluate different aspects of the event, on a scale 1 to 5 

(negative to positive).  Amon g the people who participated in the survey, about 

57% are from e - I nfrastructure provider organi sations, 14% from virtual research 

communities, and about 21% from other organisations. Over 70% of them rated 

the overall quality of the workshop as ñgoodò or ñvery goodò. 78% of them think 

the workshop provided excellent networking opportunities. High grades were 
given by the survey participants to workshop logistics (85%) an d event timing 

(86%).

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(AAU). It is not a fast process, as development of e - Infrastructures is at different 

levels as you move from o ne country to another, and the scientific community is 

at different levels of awareness. This means that uneven levels of uptake are the 

reality. The presence of Dr Bruce Becker of SANReN as part of the UbuntuNet 

team has been critical in that his contribu tion goes beyond awareness raising to 
real capacity building and ensuring readiness.  

The CHAIN -REDS and eI4Africa EU/FP7 projects have a common interest in 

promoting the adoption of consolidated standards, both in the e - Infrastructure 

and certification au thorities and Federated Identity services domains, with the 

ultimate aim of widening the number of potential users of e - Infrastructures in 

Africa. Both projects have mutually supporting activities in several areas such as 
Identity Federations, and planned activities included in both cases the 

organisation of a workshop in Africa. The two projects thus decided to combine 

the workshops under the inclusive theme ñAn African e-infrastructure for Virtual 

Research Communitiesò. The fact that SIGMA ORIONIS  is both  CHAIN -REDS 

dissemination leader and eI4Africa project coordinator, and that UBUNTUNET, the 
leading workshop organiser for the CHAIN -REDS project, is also a member of the 

eI4Africa partnership, guaranteed the achievement of optimal coordination and 

coopera tion in the organisation of the event.

Science and Technology (now COSTECH). As the eve nt was organised jointly by 

CHAIN -REDS and eI4Africa, the planning process was collaborative. After 

discussion on the nature of the participants, the theme of the event was decided:

Science Gateways and federated services (Certification Authorities and 

Identity Providers), and the Knowledge Database  

Á A second afternoon session presenting a large number of live demos in life 
science, healthcare and environment al sectors, among others, concluded by 

informal discussions in breakout thematic groups (BoFs)  

Á A Closing session, followed by a Networking Cocktail  

Á Exhibition booths where  flagship demonstrators were accessible to participants 

during the whole workshop.  
 

EVENT PROGRAMME A ND PROGRAMME COMMITTEE  

 

The Programme committee included representatives of the Project Management 

Boards of the two projects and discussions were held over e -mail s and 

teleconference s to develop an inclusive programme with a slant towards the 
specific needs of the host country, Rwanda.  

Francis Frederick Tusubira, CEO of UbuntuNet Alliance, gave a  very inspiring  

welcome address , and Mr Achim Tillessen, Head of Section Economics and 

Governance of the EU Delegation to Rwanda also welcomed all  participants. Mr 

Tillessen from the EU Delegation to Rwanda congratulated Rwanda's consistent 
pursuit to becoming a knowledge -based economy and the translation of that 

commitment in heavily investing in e - infrastructures, which is a key element to 

prevent  brain drain in research and education, and can also provide capacity for 

many other services of public good. Mr Tillessen remembered that the EU has 

recognised that broadband connectivity has become a basic infrastructure in a 
modern society, and that adv anced communication networks are vital 

contributors for the Millennium Development Goals.  The European Commission 

thus strongly supports initiatives such as  CHAIN -REDS and eI4Africa , because 

these programmes will enhance mutual understanding and the qualit y of 

education and research across regions , and help build ing  strong partnerships . Dr 
Marie -Christine Gasingirwa, the Director General for Science, Technology and 

Research of the Minister of Education, was the workshop Guest of Honour. Dr 

Gasingirwa  stated  the government of Rwanda is putting a great emphasis on the 

development and the application of ICT in all economic sectors. The government 

of Rwanda intend to make ICT not just a course of study in schools, but a tool 

that will make teaching and learning in schools smarter and very efficient in 
delivery of good services to Rwandan people. For this reason the government of 
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Rwanda, through the Universal Access Programme, has invested heavily in the 

provision of sufficient bandwidth to all public institutions . O ptic fib re and grid 

infrastructure s cover today the entire country of Rwanda, and a very fast growing 

number of telecommunication organisations , operates both fixed and wireless 

services. Therefore it is hoped that e -Cooperation between researchers, bot h local 
and international, will bear desired fruits.  Ms Gasingirwa  underlined the 

importance of eI4Africa and CHAIN -REDS in supporting this process and 

expressed its gratefulness to the European Union support, for making this Euro -

Africa  research cooperati on possible.  

After the high level opening ceremony, Bruce Becker, coordinator of SAGrid and 

member of the CHAIN -REDS team, presented a well - received keynote address, 
giving an overview of e - infrastructure applications in Europe and Africa. He 

emphasized t hat Big Science is coming to Africa and cited projects such as 

Square Kilometre Array and participation in Large Hadron Collider experiments. 

He concluded underlining the importance of interoperability and collaboration, as 

core factors for successful scie ntific developments in the region.  

In a scene -setting session, the ei4Africa and CHAIN -REDS projects were 

presented respectively by Fotios Spyridonis (BRUNEL) and Federico Ruggieri 

(INFN). The morning closed with Karine Valin (SIGMA), making a comprehensiv e 

and useful presentation on  Horizon 2020 and its three pilars :   excellent science, 

industrial leadership and societal challenges, followed by a n intense  Question and 
Answer session.  

The afternoon was divided into two sessions. In Session 1 Ognjen Prnjat ( GRNET) 

presented the CHAIN -REDS virtuous lifecycle for facilitating e -Science, focusing 

on  e- Infrastructures and their operation covering Grid, High Performance 

Computing (HPC) and Cloud solutions available to scientists either directly or 

through a Scient ific Gateway, supported by ROCS, and linking Open Document 
and data repositories. He called for participants to contribute with their 

computing resources to the global e -Science pool. Rafael Mayo Garcia (CIEMAT) 

and Giuseppe La Rocca (INFN) then took the t opics respectively of Virtual 

Research Communities and Interoperability and standards to a higher level.   

Session 2 covered a major component of the e I 4Africa project, the 
Demonstrators, illustrating several of the technologies introduced in Session 1. 

Fot ios Spyridonis introduced an 11 -point vision for an African e - I nfrastructure, 

from the Virtual Research Communities to the Science Gateways to 

Authentication and Authorisation, and finally to Dissemination, Outreach, 

Research and Training. Thereafter Europ ean and African partners collaborated in 
demonstrators under the guidance of Bjorn Pehrson (KTH). The disciplines 

demonstrated covered Life Sciences, ICT, Environment and also rural networking 

and technology transfer. The participants then split into three  informal discussion 

groups on Climate, ICT and e -Health.  

The workshop closed with addresses and votes of thanks from the two project 
coordinators, Karine Valin for eI4Africa and Federico Ruggieri for CHAIN -REDS, 

and from the local host Donart Ngarambe (KI ST). Federico Ruggieri concluded by 

emphasizing the role of regional networks, specifically UbuntuNet, in providing an 
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umbrella for cooperation among member countries in areas such as sensor 

networks and advanced services in computing and storage. Donart N garambe 

mentioned in particular the great support received from the Rwandan Ministry of 

Education.  

During the workshop, participants had the opportunity to see and learn about 

several flagship demo exhibitions, including the Perun system showcased by 

CHAI N-REDS project partner CESNET. The workshop was followed by a cocktail, 

offering participants further opportunities for networking and informal 

discussions.

I N THE TARGET REGION  

 

The workshop was featured both as an article and as forthcoming event in 
NUANCE, the ne wsletter of UbuntuNet Alliance, on the UbuntuNet  and KIST 

website s. All p articipants in  the UbuntuNet Conference have been invited to 

participate in the co - located workshop.  

EVENT OUTPUTS A ND M AIN CONCLUSIONS  

 
The Joint Workshop has been a positive example  of cooperation and synergy 

between two EU/FP7 projects in the e - Infrastructures field, targeting the Africa 

region. The workshop was a very successful event, with a very diverse audience, 

some of whom expressed surprise and great optimism at what was bein g 

demonstrated. There were many practical examples of how e - infrastructure can 
contribute to enhancing both research and development.   

 

Conclusions from the workshop highlighted that:  

Á National Research and Education Networks ( NRENs) in Europe and Africa h ave 

to start offering high - level services on top of simple connectivity. The research 

communities have data to share and huge amount of data are foreseen in the 
near future, produced not only by large scientific collaborations such as LHC

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and SKA, but also  by communities in the fields of genomic, weather and 

climate. During the Opening Ceremony, Francis Tusubira (CEO of UbuntuNet) 

has pointed out that having pipes without water is not useful and thus Africa 

should fill the networks with contents and useful data.  

Á The workshop has shown the activities going on in Africa in the domains of 
health, weather and climate research: these appear to be among the scientific 

priorities in Africa and should be supported by e - Infrastructures.  

Á The presentations from African  partners have shown also that in many cases 

the initiatives and activities have a óseedô in Europe, being proposed by 

persons that got their PhD in a  European Country or participated in previous 

init iatives based in EU. There are, however, indications of original 
developments and attention to specific local priorities.  

Á This suggests that there is a transversal theme that underpins all the activities 

and initiative, and this is Education. Research and Innovation indeed need this 

third important pillar, in order to build a fully balanced environment. As 

pointed out by Bruce Becker in his keynote speech, competition is a 
constituent of research but cooperation should also be used to build large 

collaboration of scientists that could address new great challeng es that require 

large investments and the convergence of diverse competences. Africa should 

thus, not only participate in intercontinental activities, but should also invest 

to produce original developments of genuine African contents and data.  
Á e- Infrastru ctures can and should evolve from providing simple Internet access 

to include sensor networks and advanced services in computing and storage. 

Data infrastructures are of growing importance and most of the future 

scientific activities will be dependent on t he access to large data repositories 

to produce new results and knowledge.  

Á Looking at the advancement made in the last two years by the Network 
Connectivity and the level of the initiatives in Rwanda, we can propose that 

the cases of African countries that  have put into reality such advanced 

initiatives should be used as showcases and best examples, to create 

awareness and solicit similar initiatives in other African countries.  

Á The role of Regional Networks and specifically of UbuntuNet is thus of 
paramount  importance to provide the necessary umbrella for such cooperation 

among African countries.  
Á The BoF sessions fulfilled the objective of providing a forum for discussions 

and debates on the recent developments and opportunities in the various 
disciplines: t hese sessions received extremely positive feedback from the 
audience and were much appreciated for presenting research issues in a 
collaborative way, more interactive than the classical academic format.  
 

Three discipline -based discussion groups or BoFs had  in depth discussions 

respectively on Climate, Health and ICT. The ICT group attracted about half the 

participants and was very participative. The driving research question was "how 
to establish sustainable broadband networks in rural areas without commerc ial 

interest". The methodology has been based so far on "First Mile Initiatives", 

showing feasibility and developing the local markets to attract commercial 

interest. This interest has been tested in pre -commercial procurements that have 

demonstrated that there is still a long way to go until the local supply chains are 
developed enough to make the area interesting for commercial actors. Among the 

suggestions from the Climate group were the desirability of setting up a 
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multinational task team and setting up  simulation while planning for actual data 

collection. It was also felt that this might be an application where use of cloud 

resources was feasible.  

M&E  A NALYSIS  

 
A Monitoring and Evaluati on  (M&E) survey was 

prepared and sent to all attendees after the 

workshop, asking them to evaluate different 

aspects of the event, on a scale 1 to 5 

(negative to positive). Responses received 

demonstrate that the joint eI4Africa / CHAIN -
REDS workshop was a great success. Among 

people who participated in the survey, about  

31% were from e - infrastructure provider 

organi sations, 46% from academic 
environments, and about 31% from other 

organisations. Eighty - four percent of them rated the overall quality of the 

workshop as ñgoodò or ñvery goodò, and thought  the workshop provide d excellent 

networking opportunities. High grades were also given by survey participants to 

event  timing (92% of ñvery goodò and ñgoodò marks). Overall, the responses 

were very positive. Professor Chiome Chrispen, research professor from the 
Zimbabwe Open University, says: ñI am impressed by the depth and breadth of 

the presentations at the conference. I met with professionals who demonstrated 

commitment to the future of Africa by nurturing and developing talent for the 

continent. I am so grateful and look forward to future cooperation with 

professionals who have the future of Europe and Africa at heart. ò Another 
participant stated  that ñit was a most enjoyable day with high-quality 

presentations and much opportunity for networkingò. 

W AY FORWARD  

 
The outline  of Horizon 2020 to the stakeholders raised awareness of on -going and 
forthcoming partnership opportunities and it is hoped that this will enhance 
African participation either as individual institutions or in collaboration with the 
National Commission for Science and Technology. Further targeted efforts should 
be made to continue awareness rising of collaborative opportunities.

EVENT A GENDA &  D ISCUSSIONS  

 

The Programme committee included representatives of the Project Management 

Boards of the ELCIRA and CHAIN -REDS projects. Discussions were hel d over 

emails and teleconferences to develop an inclusive programme with a slight slant 
towards the specific needs of the host country, Mexico.  

Camila Santos  from the Brazilian RNP gave a comprehensive over view of how to 

build a federation , explaining the  main concepts, definition of policies and how a 

federation manages the Identity Provider and the Service Provider architecture. 

She indicated how metadata and identity management must be organized as well 
as the certification process to introduce new serv ice providers and identity 

providers into the federation in a secure manner. An overview of best practices in 

the REFEDS discovery guide was presented, as well as several examples of how 

different federated services can be reached by researchers and academ ics whose 

institutions allow their access through a single sign on authorization and 

authentication process.  

Andrea Biancini  from GARR (the Italian NREN) explained how they learnt from 

their communities the pros and cons of an operative federation. He pre sented 

how a cloud infrastructure can ease the managing process of regulatory 

compliance, Federation policy, updates and monitoring of the different institutions 

that become part of the federation. The participating entity has to manage ñonlyò 
its users an d passwords. To support the process they have designed an automatic 

FaaS service, automatizing  components installation in a cloud and in operating a 

Federation, which will speed the installation of a new federation for those 

institutions with little or no experience.  

José Luis Quiroz , from INICTEL, a member institution of the Peruvian NREN, 
spoke about eduroam´s implementation in L atin America  academic networks. His 

talk included the description of eduroam and its benefits, and a detailed 

explanation of how  it can be implemented in any institution. A worldwide map of 

eduroamôs penetration was shown, with 39 countries already committed to 

provide support. As of today 7 Latin American countries are using it.  Technical 
aspects of eduroam w ere described as well as its governance.  

Brook Schofield  from TERENA is currently the Task Leader of eduGain, the 

eduroam Global Governance Secretary , and is participating in ELCIRA as a 

partner. His participation helped understand EU -LA collaborative e - infrastructure 
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for resea rch activities and provided legal and technical frameworks on how 

Identity Federations can interoperate. The role of interfederation has been 

governed by eduGAIN to build trust and provide standardization. Country 

Academic Federations commit to 13 rules th at are built to guarantee a data 

protection code of conduct. Increasing collaboration in international research 
projects need authentication to operate many web -based services that may be 

located in different countries and federations.  

Federico Ruggieri , Coordinator of the CHAIN -REDS project, explained how it is 

possible to reach harmonization of advanced e - infrastructures for research and 

education data sharing throughout the globe with the leadership of Europe and 

active participation of different region al initiatives in Africa, Lat in America, the 
Arab States, China and India . Six main action lines are the drivers to foster trans -

regional collaboration , interoperation  and interoperability  between  distributed 

computing infrastructure s, using  EGI standards.  The aim is to provide Virtual 

Research Communities with diverse ICT tools such as data and document 

repositories, science gateways, cloud infrastructures, identity federations in 
cooperation with certification authorities, etc. He provided detailed explan ations 

of how Identity Federations are supported and provided recommendations on how 

to use different AAI mechanisms depending on the demands of research 

communities for accessing different types of services in a secure way. Different 

examples were given o n how to support small or large institutions and the role 
that the NRENs play in the provision of these e - infrastructures.  

Roberto Barbera , from the Univers ity of Catania /  INFN in Italy and CHAIN -

REDS project partner, presented successful demonstrations o f interoperability at 

the user application level thanks to the adoption of standards promoted by 

CHAIN -REDS such as SAGA , SAML, OCCI, CDMI, JSR286, etc . He showed the 

importance of Science Gateways to access federated services in different 
computing paradi gms and included several examples of federated service 

providers throughout the world used by several virtual rese arch and education 

communities.  

Rafael Mayo , from CIEMAT (Spain ) and  CHAIN -REDS project partner, explained 

that there is a significant global increase of data generated for different purposes 
through the Internet. This data is linked, shared, processed, analysed and 

produces more data.  He highlighted the long - term need to include persistent 

identifiers (PID) so data is preserved, disseminated an d reached. PIDs are 

identifiers permanently assigned to an object even though its location changes 

over time. Examples of PID systems and naming were given to show the easiness 
to use the m. CHAIN -REDS has been using the se identifier s to locate resources, 

link data and metadata, replicate data s afely in its Knowledge B ase, accessing 

different open access documents from repositories worldwide.  This presentation 

was prepared by GRNET and presented by CIEMAT.  

Carlos González  from CLARA and partner of ELCIRA, de monstrated the use of 
Identity Federation in the CLARA website. He explained how ELCIRAôs WP5 is 

extending the use of the platform designed by RedCLARA to integrate its 

members into a single Confederation, where CLARA serves as the harmonization 
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entity.

Ludek Matyska , from CESNET and Masaryk University , gave very good insights 

into the tools and technologie s involved in federated identity management, which 

will benefit the researchers to access the e - Infrastructures in a seamless manner.  
  

The post lunch session titled ñBuilding sustainable Indian Virtual Research 

Communities ò ï featured talks about the vari ous Indian e - Infrastructure 

initiatives as well as frameworks for the benefit of the Indian researchers. It was 

chaired by Prof. Federico Ruggieri . The session began with an overview of the 
National Knowledge Network, presented by Mr. S. Gopinath , Scientis t, NIC, 

India .  In his talk, he elaborated on the objectives of the high speed network 

backbone for Indian research institutes, along with the statistics of the 

accomplishments of the NKN.

The event involved 60  delegates from 25 countries from all over the world. 

Organised by  Sigma Orionis  with the support of  all project  partners , this 

conference  overall aimed at:  

 
Á Presenting the CHAIN -REDS project final outcomes;  

Á Offering an overview of the current status of e - I nfrastructures in the five 

regions targeted by the project ;  

Á Discussing the remaining challenges for achieving truly open science at the 

global scale.  
 

SPECIFIC O BJECTIVE AND OUTCOME S PRESENTED :  

The conference brought  together policy and research stakeholde rs from all the

Á Two end -user oriented sessions with focus on the impacting CHAIN -REDS-

supported solutions in five regions of  the world as well as on the project's 

vision on further technological cooperation needed by global virtual 
research communities.  

Á A series of booths were organised  to show posters and demos on the 

CHAIN -REDSô achievem ents (Use cases, Science Gateway, DART and 

Identity Federations/eduroam ) . 

 
EVENT PROGRAMME  

 

The conference  started with the opening addresses delivered by Federico 

Ruggieri, the Project Coordinator, and Alexandra Cornea from Sigma Orionis. The 

welcome address was delivered by Carlos Morais -Pires of DG CONNECT , who 
talked about open science in general, the principles describing the benefits of a 

global research data and how sharing research data can yi eld knowledge, jobs 

and growth.  

  

The conference  consisted of the following 3 main sessions:  
 

1.  High - level policy - makers session : the session was chaired by Aniyan 

Varg h ese , Programme Manager at DG CONNECT, European Commission. 
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The session featured t estimoni es from policy -makers from Asia, Af rica and 

Arabia on the benefits of e - Infrastructures for research and education and 

their vision on long - term global collaboration.  

 

 

 
Jianru Cao , First Secretary of the Mission of China to the EU, spoke about  

Chinese r esearch initiatives and the EU.  Mr Cao pointed to Chinaôs recently 

published reform strategy titled óAccelerating Implementation of Innovation-

Driven Developmentô. The strategy will address current institutional arrangements 

and economic policies that supp ress innovation, as well as improving market 
competition order and enhancing judicial protection for intellectual property right.  

Dr. Abu - Ghazaleh , Chairman of ASREN, opened by paying tribut e to the 

European Commissionôs continuing support for  research and  development in the  

region . The work of ASREN is particularly important, according to Dr. Abu -

Ghazaleh, given the huge population of young people ï around 200 million ï in 
the region: óE-infrastructure is a means to advance research and innovation and 

to e nable opportunities for young researchers etc. Digital infrastructure is a key 

element of growth and important for access to knowledge, for example through 

e-learning.ô Prof. Colin Wright ,  talked about the South African e - Infrastructure 

system model  and ad dressed some of the challenges and success of open science 
in his region .   

 

2.  Session #1: Lighthouse experiences from around the world: the 

CHAIN - REDS case studies . This was the first e nd -user oriented session, 

with focus on the benefits of leading e - Infras tructure solutions in five 

regions of the world, with high impact on research and society .  
 

One of the use case s involved the African Population and Health Research Center 

(APHRC) in Nairobi, Kenya. Speaking at the conference, Cheikh Faye , Senior 

Research er Officer at APHRC, spoke about how CHAIN -REDS supported the centre 

in implementing a system using Digital Object Identifiers (DOI) and citations 
metadata for its research: óCHAIN-REDS proposed solutions that fit with APHRC 

open data needs and helped us t o document 57 % of our studies. This had a big 

impact on discoverability.ô The APHRC system has now racked up about 80 000 

views. According to Faye, after CHAIN -REDS got involved, the number of views 

almost doubled.  The other use -case have been presented a s well, with a focus on 
the impact of the collaboration with CHAIN -REDS: ABINIT  presented by Ouafa 

Bentaleb , Grid Administrator, CERIST, Algerian Research Network, Algeria ,
